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The Anti-Environment Movement

BRIEF HISTORY -- The first manifestation of what is now popularly known as the Wise Use Movement occurred in 1979 in Nevada, the Sagebrush State. That year the Nevada Legislature enacted a law purporting to transfer ownership of and responsibility for all Federal Bureau of Land Management property within Nevada (some forty-eight million acres) to the state. Dubbed the Sagebrush Rebellion by the media and romanticized into an image of cowboys and ranchers pitted against monolithic government, this notion of states "reclaiming" federal land spread to Utah, Idaho, Wyoming, Arizona, Alaska and Oregon.

[Ron] Arnold's 1988 Multiple Use Strategy Conference is widely regarded as the founding event of the anti-environmental lobby. On the heels of the conference, Arnold's group published a manifesto, The Wise Use Agenda, which includes an index of over two hundred organizations that attended or supported the conference and "mandated" the publication of the agenda. The index includes various resource corporations and associations, including Boise-Cascade, Du Pont, Exxon, Georgia Pacific, Louisiana-Pacific, Nevada Cattlemen's Association, Washington Contract Loggers Association, and Western Forest Industries Association. The index also lists activist groups, such as the National Center for Constitutional Studies, which seeks to institute biblical law in the United States, and the American Freedom Coalition, a Unification Church front group in which Arnold was deeply involved. 

The Anti-Conservation Movement further benefitted from the attention it received from industries with something to gain. In particular, big agriculture (the American Farm Bureau Federation, The Cattlemen's Association), the extractive industries (mining, including coal, oil and gas) and timber producers (who thrive on easy access to federal forest lands) saw a reduction of federal regulatory power working to their advantage.

Ken Toole, president of the Montana Human Rights Network, argues that the rapid spread of militia organizing is partly due to Wise Use campaigns. "The Wise Use Movement has softened the ground for militias by politically mainstreaming virulently anti government themes," asserts Toole. " Eric Ward, associate director of the Seattle based Northwest Coalition Against Malicious Harassment, concurs. He observes that, "Militias have taken up any number of entry points into communities, including land use, private property rights and anti Indian organizing - all issues associated with the Wise Use Movement." Continues Toole, "We see definitive overlap between county rule, local planning disputes and far right militia activists. We anticipate this will get worse because of the massive growth we're experiencing in Montana and because the property rights people have gained political influence."

American Enterprise Institute 

(Big conservative think tank, this one should show up in more than one section)

Founded in 1943 and located in Washington, D.C., the American Enterprise Institute for Public Policy Research (AEI) is one of America's largest and most respected "think tanks."

· Includes environmental policy in its economic policy research area.

· The Institute's fifty resident scholars and fellows include some of America's foremost economists, legal scholars, political scientists, and foreign policy experts. The resident faculty is augmented by a network of more than one hundred adjunct scholars at universities and policy institutes throughout the United States and abroad.

· AEI promotes neo-conservative ideals and has close ties to the current Bush Administration. On February 26, 2003 President Bush was the key-note speaker at the American Enterprise Institute. He enthused that, at AEI, "Some of the finest minds of our nation are at work on some of the greatest challenges to our nation. You do such good work that my administration has borrowed twenty such minds. I want to thank them for their service" (Quoted by J. Pilger (2004) the Case for Civil Disobedience in Tell Me Lies Propaganda and Media Distortion in the Attack on Iraq, ed. D. Miller, Pluto Press, p25) AEI has been an avid opponent of the Kyoto protocol, as well as most other environmental regulations. AEI climate science skeptics include James K. Glassman, also of ExxonMobil-funded Tech Central Station. ExxonMobil CEO Lee Raymond is on the AEI board of trustees. · Over the past decade, the American Enterprise Institute's net asset balance has grown from $9.3 million to $55.4 million, an average increase of nearly 20 percent each year. American Land Rights Association started in 1978 as the grassroots organization National Park Inholders Association. Its mission was to protect private property landowners from unwanted acquisition by the National Park Service. (An inholder owns private property or some other equity interest inside or adjacent to a Federally managed area.) There are thousands of inholders across the United States.

· Most Americans are not likely to be familiar with the American Recreation Coalition, yet this group is playing a major role in the commercial makeover of our public lands. A visit to its web site finds a simple header reading "Outdoor Recreation in America: Brought to you by the American Recreation Coalition."

· Derrick Crandall, the President and Chief Executive Officer of the American Recreation Coalition, also serves on the boards of the Recreation Coalition Recreation Roundtable (Vice President), the National Recreation Lakes Coalition (Co-Chair), the Scenic Byway Coalition (Co-Chair), the Coalition for Recreation Trails (Co-Chair), the American League of Anglers and Boaters (Treasurer), and the American Society of Association Executives (Vice Chairman). He was a Founding Director of the National Forest Foundation, having been appointed to that position by the Secretary on Agriculture. And, he serves as Chairman of the Take Pride in America Advisory Board -- appointed to that position by the Secretary of the Interior.

· Within a decade of its founding in 1979, ARC had grown to over 100 member companies and organizations (many listed at above link). Looking at the membership list, one could conclude that the organization's main purpose was to promote petroleum-dependent forms of outdoor recreation.

· Take Pride in America PR campaign being promoted by Interior Secretary Gale Norton. the purpose of 'Take Pride in America,'" according to Silver, is to replace paid employees with 'volunteers' who will be permitted to construct projects on public lands that serve their own purposes.

The Cato Institute holds regular briefings on global warming, with known climate 'skeptics'. In December 2003, panelists included Patrick Michaels, Robert Balling and John Christy, who believe that the current scientific understanding of climate change is inconclusive. Cato held similar briefings on climate change in Washington in July 2003 and 2002. (C. Coon, & Erin. The organisational hub of Wise Use is the Centre For The Defense Of Free Enterprise, whose goal is to defend free-market capitalism from the menaces of environmentalism, socialism and government intervention (Dowie 1994: 93).

· Based in Bellevue, WA

Over the years, CDFE, a tax-exempt educational organization under Section 501(c)(3) of the U.S. Tax Code, has received support from a network of corporations, including Georgia Pacific, Louisiana-Pacific, MacMillan Bloedel, Pacific Lumber, Exxon, DuPont and Boise Cascade.

· CSE was created in 1984 as a free-market public policy organization that advocates privatization and deregulation, particulalry in environmental issues. CSE claims 280,000 members, many at the state level. Currently headed by Dick Armey, the organization has been endorsed by Ronald Reagan, Bob Dole, Jack Kemp, and Newt Gingrich. According to Disinfopedia.com, in 1984 wealthy Libertarians Charles G. Koch (who founded the Cato Institute) and David H. Koch asked Rich Fink to develop a plan for an effective free-market advocacy organization to operate in Washington, DC. Later that year, Fink, who is now executive vice president at Koch Industries, produced a lengthy business plan that resulted in CSE and the CSE Educational Foundation. Fink became CSE's first president. Ever since, Koch Industries and the Koch Family Foundations have continued to give substantial financial support to CSE and CSE Foundation.

· In their own words: The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency is charged with protecting human health and safeguarding the natural environment. The regulations they impose and the penalties they dispense are among the most restrictive in the world.

Competitive Enterprise Institute 

CEI says its main activities are media interest group education, coalition building, policy analysis, advocacy, and litigation. 

HISTORY -- The Competitive Enterprise Institute is a non-profit public policy organization dedicated to the principles of free enterprise and limited government. We believe that consumers are best helped not by government regulation but by being allowed to make their own choices in a free marketplace. Since its founding in 1984, CEI has grown into a $3,000,000 institution with a team of nearly 40 policy experts and other staff.

By 1992, CEI's annual budget had reached $765,000. That year it helped coordinate "Earth Summit Alternatives" to counter the Earth Summit in Rio de Janeiro, generating anti-environmental commentary that appeared on the MacNeil/Lehrer News Hour, National Review, Washington Times, Detroit News, Investor's Daily, Inside EPA's Clean Air Report, CNBC, C-SPAN, CBS Radio and Voice of America. It also published its first book, titled Environmental Politics.

CEI was also active in opposing the 1997 international global warming negotiations in Kyoto.

· Fred L. Smith, Jr. -- President and Founder, Competitive Enterprise Institute. A prolific writer, Mr. Smith’s works have been published in leading newspapers and magazines such as the Wall Street Journal, National Review, Economic Affairs, and the Washington Times. His academic articles have appeared in journals such as Harvard Journal of Law and Economics, CATO Journal, and Economic Affairs, and he is a contributing editor to Liberty magazine. Mr. Smith is co-editor of Environmental Politics: Public Costs, Private Rewards and the Field Guide for Effective Communication. The GCC has been the most outspoken and confrontational industry group in the United States battling reductions in greenhouse gas emissions. Prior to its disbanding in early 2002, it collaborated extensively with a network that included industry trade associations, "property rights" groups affiliated with the anti-environmental Wise Use movement, and fringe groups such as Sovereignty International, which believes that global warming is a plot to enslave the world under a United Nations-led "world government."

The Global Climate Coalition was created in 1989, shortly after the IPCC's first meeting. The GCC operated until 1997 out of the offices of the National Association of Manufacturers. Its early members included Amoco, the American Forest & Paper Association, American Petroleum Institute, Chevron, Chrysler, Cyprus AMAX Minerals, Exxon, Ford, General Motors, Shell Oil, Texaco, and the United States Chamber of Commerce.

According to the Los Angeles Times (December 7, 1997) the GCC spent $13 million on its 1997 anti-Kyoto ad campaign, an amount roughly equivalent to Greenpeace’s entire annual budget.

The GCC disbanded in early 2002, explaining that it "has served its purpose by contributing to a new national approach to global warming.

The Heritage Foundation covers a wide variety of policy issues, the environment and global warming amongst them. Heritage was a fervent opponent of the Kyoto protocol. It runs a searchable online database of "policy experts" (www.policyexperts.org) which includes renowned climate change skeptics Patrick Michaels, Sallie Baliunas, Thomas Gale Moore, Robert Balling, and Fred Singer. The Heritage Foundation historically has had considerable influence over Republican politicians. It is estimated that two-thirds of the policy recommendations it made in 1981 were adopted by the Reagan Administration. (Greenpeace Guide, 1993) Heritage is a former member of the Cooler Heads Coalition and started the State Policy Network as a way to promote conservative policies at the state level. It also runs the right-wing news website Townhall.com.

Arnold will work with Brent Smith, a professor of sociology and director of the Terrorism Research Center at the University of Arkansas, who is working on a project called "Pre-incident indicators of Terrorist Incidents: The Identification of Behavioral, Geographic and Temporal Patterns of Preparatory Conduct," an effort aimed at predicting future terrorist attacks. 

· Arnold told Outside magazine in 1991, "Facts don't matter; in politics, perception is reality."

· In the May 2004 issue of Playboy, Arnold told Dean Kuipers that: "There is a criminal section of the environmental movement, and it's probably getting money from the above-ground sector. Some of the environmental movement is simply anti corporate; some of it is more ideological."

Alan Gottlieb

Chuck Cushman. 

· More of a rabble rouser than an ideologue, Cushman has earned the nick name "Rent-a-Riot" for his ability to incite audiences to the verge of violent civil disobedience. He then carefully disassociates himself from responsibility for any threats or violence which actually result. A former insurance salesman, Cushman's anti-environmental roots are traced to his experiences with limitations placed on property he owned in Yosemite National Park - a form of property ownership known as an in-holding. This personal economic interest led to the founding of the National Inholders Association as well as various other organizations which exist primarily as letterheads in Cushman's FAX machines. 

Bill Grannell, 

· moving force behind the Western States Land Coalition and its project, People for the West! (PFW), works at the same grass roots level as Chuck Cushman. But Grannell's contribution to Anti-Conservationism is not incitement of the angry and unstable. Rather, Grannell is more of a true organizer dedicated to the creation of local cells in the larger anti-environmental counter revolution. However, upon closer inspection, PFW turns out to be heavily subsidized and strongly supported by major mining companies including Homestake, Pegasus Gold and NERCO (a regional coal, energy and mining conglomerate).7 Interestingly, Grannell takes pains to distance PFW from Wise Use, which he considers too politically extreme. In his mind Wise Use is too far to the right to appeal to the extractive industry workers to whom he preaches the fear of job loss due to government overregulation. Grannell sees no contradiction in organizing local groups with money provided by mining companies whose primary interest is to fight reform of the 1872 mining law, a grossly outdated law which essentially allows those industries to profit at the expense of the national treasury. 


Steven Milloy

Before Milloy moved into his present role as "JunkMan", he was employed by a number of professional PR and lobbying companies, including Multinational Business Services which was Phillip Morris's main lobbyist on the environmental tobacco issue in late 1992 (when Milloy worked there). This organisation was run by a Reagan Republican appointee who ran the OSHA for a while, Thorne Auchter. Like many top people from the Reagan administration, Auchter became a major lobbyist in Washington in the 1980s, and went into business on behalf of the tobacco industry, along with his partners Jim Tozzi (in MBE and Federal Focus) and (in HES) Dr George Carlo.

· Milloy denies ever having been a lobbyist. However, he shows up in 1997 federal lobbyist registration data with lobbying expenditures on his behalf, indicating his firm, the EOP Group, considered him an active lobbyist. The same federal records indicate Milloy represented the American Petroleum Institute, FMC Corp, Fort Howard, International Food Additives Council, and Monsanto. 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	Terrorist Tree Huggers
Ron Arnold, Father of the 'Wise Use' Movement, sets his Sights on 'Eco-Terrorists'

	Ron Arnold – the father of America's "wise use" movement -- is back. And this time he's adding accusations of terrorism to his arsenal. Consider the following: 

On June 8, the FBI distributed its weekly intelligence bulletin to some 18,000 law enforcement agencies across the country, warning that eco-terrorists were planning a "day of action and solidarity" that could involve violent actions in a number of U.S. cities. 

At the recent BIO 2004 annual conference in San Francisco, Phil Celestini, supervisory special agent assigned to the FBI domestic terrorism operations unit, told attendees that they could be targets of attacks by eco-extremists despite the fact that "they don't conduct animal testing at their own facilities," the San Francisco Business Times reported. 

And in early June, Rep. George Nethercutt, R-Wash., introduced the "Ecoterrorism Act of 2004" which intends to "protect and promote public safety and interstate commerce." 

All of these stories have Ron Arnold's fingerprints on them. With friends in the Bush administration, a recent Playboy magazine interview under his belt, a series of radio appearances and PowerPoint presentations at industry-association gatherings, and a new anti-terrorism consulting contract, Arnold is back riding high in the anti-environmentalism saddle. 

"Fifteen years after creating his 25 Point Wise-Use Agenda, an agenda prescribing unrestrained, unregulated and unconscionable abuse of the American commons, Ron Arnold is within striking distance of checking off every agenda item on his list," Scott Silver, executive director of Wild Wilderness, told me in a recent interview. 

Arnold is no novice when it comes to leveling charges that environmentalists are eco-terrorists. Sheldon Rampton and John Stauber point out in their new book Banana Republicans (Tarcher/Penguin, 2004) that Arnold "has been tossing around the term eco-terrorism for years, defining it as 'any crime committed in the name of saving nature,' which 'includes but it not limited to crimes officially designated as 'terrorism' by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.' This definition... is so broad," Rampton and Stauber write, "that is even includes activities such as sit-ins and other forms of peaceful civil disobedience." 

Since 9/11, Arnold, the executive vice president of the Center for the Defense of Free Enterprise, has been energetically and enthusiastically revving up his anti-environmental gospel with a new twist to his message: Environmental activists not only are working to stifle America's economic growth, but they are a breeding ground for terrorism in the homeland. 

The Bush administration's cutbacks in the enforcement of environmental regulations, coupled with its focus on the war against terrorism, have planted the seeds for Ron Arnold's makeover as an expert on ecoterrorism. "It comes as no surprise that in today's Orwellian world where perception has become reality, Arnold has been recast as the fearless protector of corporate interests while mainstream environmentalists are being portrayed as terrorists," Silver says. 

Silver pointed out that Arnold's anti-environmental agenda is salted by his public relations expertise and the understanding that, as Arnold told Outside magazine in 1991, "Facts don't matter; in politics, perception is reality." The same year Arnold also told The New York Times : "We [CDFE] created a sector of public opinion that didn't used to exist. No one was aware that environmentalism was a problem until we came along." 

These days, Arnold maintains that a phalanx of liberal foundations is not only funding anti-growth and anti-labor environmental campaigns, but that the environmental movement has become fertile ground for budding ecoterrorists. While none of this is particularly new -- he's been plowing similar ground for more than two decades -- it resonates with the industry groups that support his work, as law enforcement officials struggle to keep on top of President Bush's permanent war against terrorism, and has helped him snare a consulting contract supported by government funds. 

In the May 2004 issue of Playboy, Arnold told Dean Kuipers that: "There is a criminal section of the environmental movement, and it's probably getting money from the above-ground sector. Some of the environmental movement is simply anti corporate; some of it is more ideological." And in the May issue of Foundation Watch, a publication of the Washington, D.C.-based right-wing think tank Capital Research Center, Arnold's profile of the Philadelphia-based Pew Charitable Trusts -- a leading donor to environmental groups -- concludes that Pew, which recently changed its legal status from "private foundation to public charity," is now be in a position to play "an even more active role in advocating sweeping policies to combat the alleged global warming threat." 

A month earlier, in the same publication, Arnold took a close look at Teresa Heinz Kerry, the head of the Heinz Foundation and the wife of presumptive Democratic presidential nominee John Kerry. Among other issues, Arnold looked at the "relationship between the foundation's charitable gifts to environmental groups and environmentalist supporters of the senator's presidential campaign" and what [that] might mean for a Kerry presidency." 

Twelve years ago, Audubon magazine's Kate Callaghan pointed out that during the 20th century's first decade, Gifford Pinchot, the first chief of the U.S. Forest Service, likely used the term, "wise use" when he "called conservation 'the wise use of resources.'" Eighty years later, Ron Arnold expropriated the phrase and turned it into a political movement. Using the term during a multiple use strategy conference in Reno, Nev., Arnold suggested that "wholesale mining, logging and grazing are possible while simultaneously preserving the land." 

Arnold's 1989 book, The Wise Use Agenda , brought the "wise use" movement to the center of an anti-environmental, pro-industry nexus. A savvy corporate fundraiser and public relations spinmeister, he once proudly proclaimed himself as the "Darth Vader for the capitalist revolution." 

Arnold's resume also includes his job as the executive vice president of the Bellevue, Wash.-based Center for the Defense of Free Enterprise, a pro-corporate group founded in 1976 by his longtime comrade, Alan Gottlieb. (Gottlieb is also credited with founding the anti-gun control Second Amendment Foundation and the Citizen's Committee for the Right to Keep and Bear Arms.) According to the Center for Media and Democracy's Disinfopedia, CDFE claims to be "a non-partisan education and research organization which works on free enterprise studies, public policy research, book publishing, conferences, white papers and media outreach." CDFE's website asserts that it tracks "threats to free markets, property rights and limited government." 

Over the years, CDFE, a tax-exempt educational organization under Section 501(c)(3) of the U.S. Tax Code, has received support from a network of corporations, including Georgia Pacific, Louisiana-Pacific, MacMillan Bloedel, Pacific Lumber, Exxon, DuPont and Boise Cascade. 

In 2002, Arnold launched a campaign to convince the FBI's Domestic Terrorism Program to take a close look at the Green Anarchy Tour 2002. He told the Conservative News Service (CNS) that the tour "presents probable cause for investigation. You do have people here recommending violence, murder, property damage, everything you can think of." 

In November 2003, according to the organization's website, Arnold, the author of EcoTerror: The Violent Agenda to Save Nature, the World of the Unabomber -- which traces the history of the radical environmental movement and attempts to link Unabomber Ted Kaczynski to mainstream environmentalists -- was "retained as expert consultant on ecoterrorism" for a University of Arkansas Terrorism Research Center study funded by a $343,885 grant from the National Institute of Justice (NIJ). 

Arnold will work with Brent Smith, a professor of sociology and director of the Terrorism Research Center at the University of Arkansas, who is working on a project called "Pre-incident indicators of Terrorist Incidents: The Identification of Behavioral, Geographic and Temporal Patterns of Preparatory Conduct," an effort aimed at predicting future terrorist attacks. 

His warnings may be paying off. In early June, Pork Alert, an online publication of Pork magazine, reported that Rep. George Nethercutt, R-Wash., had introduced the Ecoterrorism Act of 2004. Nethercutt's legislation would "establish federal criminal penalties and civil remedies for violent, threatening, obstructive and destructive conduct that is intended to injure, intimidate or interfere with plant or animal enterprises. This bill would serve to protect livestock from tampering by ecoterrorists." The bill has been referred to the House Judiciary Committee for consideration. 

"From drilling in the Alaskan Wildlife Refuge to clear-cutting the Tongass National Forest, from opening all public lands to mining and energy production, to gutting the Wilderness Act, from amending and weakening the Endangered Species Act to turning America's national parks over to the Walt Disney Company, Ron Arnold's agenda is on a roll," Scott Silver pointed out. "All that stands in the way of Arnold and his ideologically extreme brethren are decades-worth of environmental laws and those who are dedicated to defending our public lands." The wise use movement is a loose affiliation of activists inspired by the work of Ron Arnold. In 1988, Arnold, a vice-president of the Center for the Defense of Free Enterprise, helped organize a Multiple Use Strategy Conference in Reno, Nevada that produced a 25-point Wise Use Agenda. The movement's goals are to increase what they see as responsible commercial use of public lands for uses such as timber, mining, and oil, to open recreational wilderness areas for easier access by the general public, and to implement free-market solutions to environmental problems.

Some Wise Use activists refer to their position as free-market environmentalism. Critics of the movement believe that Wise Use is more accurately called anti-environmentalist. Ron Arnold has been quoted as saying his goal is to "destroy the environmental movement." Free-market environmentalism is a term which is also used by some who hold libertarian political views and support protecting the environment through private initiatives such as land trusts; many of them would dispute any association of free-market environmentalism with the Wise Use movement and its goals.

Major organizations promoting wise use ideas include Alliance for America, the American Land Rights Association, the Cato Institute, the Center for the Defense of Free Enterprise, the Heartland Institute, and the Property and Environment Research Center. Several environmental advisors to president George W. Bush have been associated with the wise use movement. These include Terry Anderson and Interior Secretary Gale Norton. Groups which the wise use movement would rather not be associated with, such as the John Birch Society, the Unification Church, and the Lyndon LaRouche organization, have sometimes attempted to hitch themselves to the wise use cause, and hold similar views on environmental issues to the wise users.

Critics such as Carl Deal, author of The Greenpeace Guide to Anti-Environmental Organizations, and Political Research Associates, charge that many wise use organizations give the appearance of being popular grassroots movements, but are actually front organizations for industry groups with a financial interest in the movement's agenda.

Because of the incentives offered by their positions, many conservationists tend to err on the side of being overly cautious of change, while developers and industrial interests can tend to be overly optimistic about environmental effects. The wise use movement, along with most of its detractors, sees the issue as finding a solution which will allow responsible use of the Earth's resources without frustrating responsible and productive development.
